How to Use Your Your clinician has prescribed medication that comes in a Pressair inhaler. It important that you know how to
Pressair® Inhaler use the Pressair device so that you can take your medication correctly and breathe better.

Important: Before using your Pressair inhaler for the first time, make sure 60 appears in the dose indicator
window. This window shows the number of doses left in the inhaler. The device counts down by 1 each time
you press the green button on the inhaler.

Note: If you are using a Pressair
inhaler for the first time,
complete these steps:
